Traumatic Brain Injury Grant Ombudsman Position
The Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services has been awarded a Traumatic Brain Injury Implementation Partnership Grant from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.  The grant award is from April 1, 2009 through March 31, 2013.  One of the grant requirements includes the appointment of an individual who can serve as an ombudsman to the grant projects.  The role of the ombudsman will be to represent family members of traumatic brain injury (TBI) survivors in relevant project initiatives.
Requirements:

· Is an individual with a TBI or a family member of someone with a TBI who will be responsible for representing the interests and concerns of individuals with TBI and their families.

· Attend all Missouri Head Injury Advisory Council (MHIAC) meetings in Jefferson City, Missouri.  These meetings are held four times a year; usually on the fourth Monday in January, and the third Monday of April, July and October.
· Submit an application for official appointment, if not already a member of the MHIAC.
· Attend the Brain Injury Association (BIA) of Missouri annual conference.  The 2009 conference will take place September 30 through October 3, 2009, in St. Charles, Missouri.
· Attend the annual Federal TBI Program Grantee meeting.  The meeting for the current grant year will take place March 18 and 19, 2010, in Washington, D.C. 
Benefits:
There is no stipend or salary for time spent in the activities described in the requirements section.  To assist the TBI Grant Ombudsman in fulfilling their role, the following will be provided:
· The ombudsman’s name, contact information, and purpose of the ombudsman role will be posted on the Council’s website.

· The ombudsman will be provided business cards to distribute for promotion of their role.
· The ombudsman will be provided access to a toll free number to make and receive long distance calls necessary for the role requirements.
· Funding for attendance (registration, travel and meals only) will be provided for by the grant for the MHIAC meetings, the BIA of Missouri annual conference, and the Federal TBI Program Grantee meeting.  
Individuals interested in this position should submit a letter of request for consideration by Friday, August 21, 2009.  The letter of request for consideration should include sufficient information to indicate how this individual would be a good candidate to carry out the requirements, especially in their experience and opportunities to represent individuals with TBI and their families.
